In the second week of December, our Minne-
apolis missionary spent several very pleasant
days in the State School for the Deaf in Devils
Lake, N. Dak. For some time the pastors of
North Dakota had urged him to visit this school

to ascertain how many of the pupils were of
Lutheran parentage and to see what could be
done for them. Although he had plenty of
work as it is, he at last decided to go and he
does not in the least regret his visit. Supt.
Blattner and also Mrs. Blattner extended a cor-
dial welcome to him. Also Mr. Sheridan, a
teacher of the school, and Mrs. Sheridan whom
the pastor learned to know years ago in Minne-
sota showed much kindness to him. Mr. Blatt-
ner showed us the classrooms, dormitories, in
fact, took us through the whole school. On
Thursday evening we spoke to all the deaf on
the great blessing and necessity of schools for
the deaf, of the sign language and also of di-
vine services for the deaf. The next morning
we conducted the chapel exercises and spoke
on the Christmas gospel as we find it recorded
in Luke 2, 1-14. Looking over the applications
in the morning we found that one-half of the
106 deaf at school was Lutheran. During the
noon-hour the Superintendent kindly permitted
the pastor to meet with the Luutheran pupils in
the chapel. We spoke to them about instruec-
tion in the chief doctrines of the Christian re-
ligion and preparation for the Lord’s Supper.
All seemed to be very much interested and
willing to learn more about the precious words
of Jesus. Thereupon the pastor handed every
one a copy of Luther’s catechism. Before we
left, we paid a short visit to the classrooms and
in the evening departed with a joyful and
thankful heart. Hearty thanks to Supt. and
Mrs. Blattner, to Mr. and Mrs. Sheridan, and
to all who have shown us so much kindness. We
intend to visit the school again and hope to be
able to find ways and means to prepare our
Lutheran children for confirmation. May God
bless our work also in this new field.

During the past month we again received a
few dollars for our church fund. We acknowl-
edge with thanks the receipt of $1.00 from Mrs.
R. J. Jungclaus of Glencoe, of $1.00 from Mr.
Mosemann of Hamburg, and of 75¢ from Mrs.
Eichmiller of Glencoe. We now have about
$1500. Also several of our little friends in
Saginaw, the Nuerninger’s children, kindly re-
membered our fund. Several of them emptied
their savings banks, one of the girls sold flow-
ers in fall and all these pennies and nickels and
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dimes which amounted to $3.50 they sent to us
with the words: For the church fund of the
deaf. Hearty thanks to all givers, large and
small, and may God bountifully reward them!

New York.—Joseph Sykes and Rebecka Teb-
nackenberg both of New York City were united
in marriage on the 29th of November in the
chapel. It was the first wedding in the chapel
and took place after the service before a large
number of deaf. Mrs. Sykes has been with the
mission since it began, three years ago. She
then knew nothing of signs, having been in-
structed by the oral method. In the course of
time, she learned to use the language with
ease though she speaks well. Mr. Sykes is now
under instruction preparatory for confirmation.
