Among Our Deaf.

Minneapolis Mission:—On the 27th of Janu-
ary the second service was held in Liake City,
which was attended by eight deaf. Three of
these also partook of the Lord’s Supper. A
large number of hearing friends also had come
and the pastor took advantage of the oppor-
tunity to tell them of our blessed work among
the deaf. The collection amounted to $7.71.
Hearty thanks to pastor and congregation! All
the deaf also subscribed for the Deaf Luther-
an. Although it was twenty-four degrees be-
low zero, several deaf had come from far to
attend this service. Three of the deaf had
come from Red Wing. One of them drove ten
miles to the city and returned home after the
service. Another deaf man drove fourteen
miles and returned the following day. We
hope our friends in and near Lake City will
always take such an interest in our servieces
and learn the word which is able to make them
wise unto salvation.

In the first week of February, Pastor Salvner
made his second trip to Devil’s Lake, N. Dak.,
and again it was a joyful one. The same
hearty welcome was extended to him as at the
first time by Supt. and Mrs. Blattner and all
who are connected with the school. In the
afternoon of the first day intructions were be-
gun with three adults. After school a class of
thirteen children from the fifth, sixth and
seventh grades was instructed and after that
another class of twelve from the upper grades.
In the evening Miss Olga Anderson, a teacher
at the school and who never had an opportuni-
ty to study the chief parts of the Christian
religion, took instructions beginning with the
first chief part of our catechism. Miss An-
derson declared herself willing to assist the
pastor in his work at the school. He can go
there only once a month, Miss Anderson there-
fore will take the classes every Sunday and
help them along. We are very thankful for
this. The following day all these deaf were
again instructed, but to the above classes was
added another. This third class comprises Liu-
theran children from the third and fourth
grades. These little ones the pastor did not
intend to teach for the present, but they came
to him with their books and said, they also
wanted to learn the catechism. He was only
too glad to comply with the request and it
filled his heart with joy to see also the little
ones take such interest in it. As was stated
above, the pastor will visit the school once a
month. May God bless our work there among
our Lutheran children!

Chicago.—Our Saviour’s Deaf-Mute congre-
gation now numbers 35 voting and 85 com-
municant members. In 1914, 1771 people not
counting hearing, attended the 53 divine serv-
ices, an average of 3314. There were per-
formed here in Chicago, four baptisms, four
confirmations, three marriages, and 120 par-
took of the Sacrament. Harry Odegaard is at
present preparing for confirmation and Peter
Holzner for baptism. During the last month,
five persons have signified their intentions to
belong to the Lutheran Church.

Mr. F. Harder from Iowa, is staying in Chi-
cago, during the winter months.

Rev. Salvner was a welcomed visitor at Chi-
cago, last month, consulting the architects
about the chapel for the deaf that is to be built
in Minneapolis.

South Bend.—The Redeemer Ev. Luth. Deaf-
Mute Congregation of South Bend, Ind., was
reorganized January 19. The election of offi-
cers had this result: John M. Arnot, Pres.;
Hugo Pischke, Sec.; Chas. M. Flair, Treas,;
these three being elected to serve as trustees
at the same time, and Carl A. Peterson, deacon.
The congregation numbers seven voters, fifteen
communicant members, and eighteen souls.
The South Bend German Lutheran Church very
kindly offers the little flock the free use of
church or hall for meeting purposes. Divine
services are conducted by the Chicago mission-
ary every third Tuesday of the month, and Mr.
H. Pischke is the leader of the Sunday Sechool
and Bible Class, which meets every Sunday.
The Lord has manifestly prospered the work in
the vineyard at this place. Deaf from Elk-
hart, Mishawaka, Ind. and Niles, Mich., are
frequently attending the South Bend meetings.

Bremen, Ind.—There are about ten deaf-
mutes in Bremen and the neighboring towns
and vicinity. Services for them are conducted
the Wednesday after the third Tuesday of
every month at the German Lutheran Church,
of which Rev. W. Roesener is the pastor. From
two to five deaf attended the services during
the winter months. Mrs. C. Nimtz is devoting
time to the study of the catechism, prepara-
tory to baptism. This is a small mission, but it
shows results after only five months’ labor.

Kansas City.—Since the last report from
Kansas City, a change has taken place and the
new reporter not being familiar with his field
of work failed to report regularly. Rev. N.
F. Jensen, who worked in this field for twelve
years, was called to the West Coast and Rev. L.
Jagels now has charge of this field.

Services are conducted here every first and
third Sunday of the month and it is gratifying
to report that the attendance is good, the at-
tendance at the last services being 22.

‘We earnestly hope that the deaf of this city
will continue to attend services regularly and

by the grace of God gain the one thing need-
ful, Christ and His Word.

Omaha, Neb.—Regular services are con-
ducted every last Sunday of the month, but
since four pupils of the school for the deaf
have consented to take instructions in Luther’s
Catechism, special services are arranged for
by appointment, so as to have instructions
twice a month.

In addi-
tion thereto the missionary also preached in the
state schools at Berkeley, Cal.,, Salem, Ore.,
and Vancouver, Wash. On request of su-
perintendents, teachers and pupils the monthly
chapel services will hereafter form a part of
the missionary’s itinerary. The work to be
done and the territory to be traversed have
been increasing month by month, but there are
a few more places to be visited during the next
month. San Diego, Sacramento and Porter-
ville, Cal., are some of the places ‘‘inviting the
reaper’s toil.”” As soon as possible these places
are to be looked up. The attendance at services
has been very good and in some places better
than was expeected.

Miss Amelia Bergerson of Spokane, Wash., is
the first among the deaf on the Coast to take
up the study of the catechism.

When
the deaf once see the necessity for such in-
structions there ought to be many who are
willing to learn more about the chief parts of
Christian Doctrine.

At various times and places Rev. Jensen
meets such among the deaf who have attended
his services in Eastern cities, but who now
make their homes in the West. He has also
met with many who know various missionaries
of our church and have attended services in
their respective missions. Such deaf always
speak to their friends about the work our
church has been doing in eastern cities and
serve to make known the missionary work of
our church in the past. To Christ, the Head of
the Church, whose passion, suffering and death
on the cross will form the substance of preach-
ing to the deaf, we look for blessing and sue-
cess of our mission work on the Pacific Coast.
