LCMS LOAN FUND FEELS
ECONOMIC PRESSURE

From Dept. of Public Relations, LCMS

St. Louis, Mo.-- Today's "tight money" economy is
helping cause a decline in the availability of
church investment loans, as evidenced in figures
just released by the Church Extension Board of The
Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod. The board adminis-
ters the fund which makes supplemental loans
available to Districts. The synodical Church Ex-
tension department also makes loans directly to
self-supporting congregations on a secured loan
basis.

Since March of this year, the LCMS Church Exten-
sion Board has approved twenty loans totaling over
$4.25 million, but has deferred or denied requests
totaling over one-third of a million dollars for
four loans that would be used in areas of specia-
lized ministries. Such loans are provided for in-
ner city, ethnic and campus ministries, at no in-
terest charge but at a small annual service-charge
rate.

Fred E. Lietz, executive secretary of the Church
Extension Board, attributes the situation to a
number of factors. "It's really a matter of simple
arithmetic," he said. "All available funds for
specialized ministries have been allocated and a
waiting list is starting to develop," In Addition,

A True Christian
Soldier Goes Home

St. Louis, Mo. On Aug.8,
1974, Walter Viets went
to rest in Jesus follow-
ing a lengthy illness in
which he had been hospit-
alized for several oper-
ations.

For as long as I can re-
member, Walter has been

a pillar of strength and
hard worker in his belov-
ed church, Holy Cross Lu‘
theran Church for the
Deaf, St.Louis,Mo. He

had served in nearly all
offices of the church
hierarchy, tirelessly

and devotedly. He was
also the patriarch, hav-
ing been a member for 59
years. During those years
he made friends with many
of our present and past
ministers for the deaf
while they were struggl-
ing students in Concordia
Seminary. He volunteered
many hours, days and
years of his time teach-
ing them the sign langu-
age and philosophy of the
deaf. His home is conven-
iently located near the
Seminary, so Walter was
also generous with his
food whenever there was
any hungry students. On
Sept. 13, 1969, Walter
and three other men of
Holy Cross were honored
in a surprise regognition
dinner for having served
the church a total of

182 years.

Walter was born in Lake

Creek, Mo. the son of
Christine and Henry
Viets. He was one of 9
brothers and 5 sisters.
Became deaf following an
injury while in his in-
fancy. He was baptized
by Rev. Matuschka, one
of the first Lutheran
ministers in Lake Creek,
Mo.

LCMS LOAN FUND FEELS ECONOMIC PRESSURE
(Continued §rom Page 1)

Lietz said, a certain amount of funding from the
Synod's 125th Anniversary Thankoffering was to
have been provided to help cover service-charge
loans, but that money is not available because
contributions to the Thankoffering effort have
been considerably lower than originally projected.
"Withdrawals from the fund have been substantial,"
Lietz pointed out, "and many families find it nec-
essary to obtain increased earnings to meet rising
living costs. This is especially true of those who
now are retired." He also explained that church
investment funds must compete with a growing num-
ber of commercial and financial institutions seek-
ing the invested dollar.

"Requests for loan funds are on the increase,"

Lietz indicated. "More self-supporting congrega-
tions need and want permanent worship facilities
as they grow and see growth potentials of the fu-
ture."

How are the needs for increased funding to be met?
Lietz forsees that if each wage earning family be-
longing to an LCMS congregation would respond by
starting a saving account in the Church Extension
Fund or by adding to existing investments, ample
loan funds would be assured to meet increased op-
portunities. "Committed Christians should dedicate
a portion of their savings and investments to the
work and growth of the church, and I know of no
better way than through such funds as ours, "he
said. "The historical record of Church Extension
emphasizes the important part of this fund has
played in the growth of ministries within our
church body as well as aiding the membership to
increase," Lietz recalled. "The Church Extension
Fund has helped meet challenges of aggressive mis-
sion and ministry expansion programs since it was
begun in 1902."

"Mission and ministry is still the primary empha-
sis and function of our church at this time," he
continued. "Our goal is to proclaim the message

of salvation and forgiveness, and every convention
of the Synod and its 38 North American Districts
affirms the need,blessing and significance of mis-
sion and ministry. We must also assist those en-
deavors and efforts that undergird and support
this mission."

Lietz admits that financial yields from Church
Extension Fund saving may not be as high as those
offered by some banks and savings and loan associ-
ations on large accounts.

"However," he said, "our yields are a fair return
on the investment. More important, the investor
knows that his savings and investments make poss-
ible the growth of God's kingdom. He knows that
his investments are serving people and the church
beyond their own capacities."

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A Symphony Without Sound

I rested on the daveno after a very busy morning,
listening to my favorite records on the stereo. Music re-
laxes me and I forgot the tiredness in my body as I listened
once again to the haunting melody of a famous symphony.

Then, like a shadow crossing the room, the little ache
that came into my heart so often the past year, plagued me
again and my mind whirled round and round as I tried to
think of a way to describe the sound of the music I loved
so well to my newly found deaf friends.

I wondered if it was possible to put into words so the
deaf would understand, the beautiful sounds I was hearing?
Could I explain to those:who live in a world of silence,
what the music and orchestra sound like? Would they "hear"
if I used picture language describing God's creation as a
symphony?

I am often reminded of the things God created when I
listen to certain selections of music. Beethoven's "Pastor-
al Symphony" reminds me of the sun rise, and suddenly seeing
the sky become alive with color filling the whole earth with
its warmth and glow.

Sometimes a symphony with its changes of mood and
rhythm would be like a sunset over a body of water, dropping
suddenly out of sight and yet still there stirring my soul
with it's crescendo of color covering everything in its
path.

A sunset of deep red, rippling on the waters of Puget
Sound, playing a melody all its own. Fading into a shade
of rose and orchid and rising slowly to the top of snow-
covered Mr. Rainier, making the whole mountain blush a rosy
glow of pink. It changes and like the melody of a symphony
it is constantly moving.

Each instrument picking up the music until the song
seems to be heard everywhere; like the sun turning the city
on the waterfront into pure gold and then fading into the
night and all is still; as if the creator like the conductor
lay down his baton and the song is ended.

In each symphony there is usually one melody hidden
somewhere in the music, a melody so beautiful you don't
want it to end. The touch of a babies hand on my face re-
minds me of such a melody. Tiny hands so tender and soft,
caressing my face with love in each touch, sending a thrill
of happiness over my whole being.

Walking through the forest on a quiet summer evening
also reminds me of such a melody. Everything in God's
creation bringing out the melody to feel and touch, to see
and enjoy, for God was remembering you my deaf brethren
when He created all things. He was giving you the "melody"
to enjoy too.

The feel of wind making the trees bow gracefully in
their full skirts of green. Wheat fields moving like
ocean swells. Leaves and blossoms floating gently down,
kissing the earth and rising swiftly to find a place to
rest. Clouds moving in varied patterns across the sky.
Rivers and streams flowing down to the sea and snow flakes
dancing to and fro. All creation in beauty and movement
describing "a symphony without sound."

Each composer like the artist puts his innermost feel-
ings and life into the piece he is creating. Through the
music we can hear the composers dreams, his hopes, his
anger, his despair, his triumphs, all portrayed through the
many instruments that make up the orchestra.

The woodwinds and strings, like the beauty and movement
of God's creation expressing the melody and main theme of
the symphony; the brass, cymbals and drums providing the
depth, power and excitement to the music, like powerful
forces of nature adding might and mystery in God's world of
beauty.

Mountains reaching high in the sky, with waterfalls
cascading down its steep slopes, forming whirlpools of water
rushing over rocks and ridges. Flashes of lightning bring-

ing storm clouds and winds to stir up mighty ocean waves.
Winds of hurricane force bringing torrential rains in the

jungle and raging blizzards across the plains, all joining
in to show you the whole melody you can't hear, but one you
can see.

Although some of you might proclaim as one deaf lady
proclaimed, "You could write us ten thousand words to
describe sound and music and we still would not hear one
sound."

Perhaps she is right, yet I have a feeling some of you
do understand "music". Not the music I hear, but a "music"
that comes out as you sign in your beautiful Language of
Signs, for I see beauty and rhythm in your hands in each
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word you sign to me. I see it in your face and expressions
for your eyes see far more than my eyes see.

Now you must be content to "hear" a symphony without
sound, but someday you too will hear a song far more per-
fect than any song I could hear. Then my heart will be
glad and I will seek you out to watch the joy that will
£ill your heart when you stand with all believers and hear
and sing for the first time, the song of all songs as found
in Revelations 7:12 when John wrote, Amen! Blessing and
glory and wisdom and thanksgiving and honor and power and
might be to owr God forever and ever! Amen.

Handicapped, But He’s A Winner!

LEARY -- Georgia's Acreage Winner in the 1972 Money-
Maker Peanut Club is a man who prefers to emphasize what he
can do instead of what he can't.

Bill Jordan Jr. has a college degree in forestry, a
wife and two children, and he farms nearly 3,000 acres of
peanuts. Yet strangely enough, some people would call him
handicapped.

Thirty years ago Jordan was born a deaf mute, but he
does not consider himself handicapped simply because he
cannot hear. With one or two possible exceptions, he proba-
bly grows more peanuts than any other person in Georgia and
possesses as much knowledge about row crop production as
any other grower in the state.

JORDAN RECENTLY was named the Georgia Acreage Winner in
the Money-Maker Club with a yield average of 4,583 pounds
of peanuts per acre of 242 acres of his total 1,363 acre
allotment.

An expert lip reader, Jordan attended Central Institute
for the Deaf in St. Louis for nine years as a child and
then graduated from Abraham Baldwin College and the Univer-
sity of Georgia.

Jordan took over the sprawling Calhoun County farming
enterprise when his father, the late state Sen. Harvey
Jordan, died. Today he operates the Jordan farm in a
highly efficient manner despite what some people might call
a handicap.

"I'd like for you to include the fact that I'm a deaf
mute in the story," Jordan said. "It will show others that
mine was no handicap."

Jordan chose to study forestry in college because, as
he describes it, "Daddy asked me to learn forestry to use
on our timber. He taught me row-cropping."

Last year irrigation played a big role in the 4,583
pounds per acre yield which made him the high acre award
winner in the Money-Maker Peanut Club. A center-pivot,
circular-type irrigation system was installed during the
fall of 1971 and was used to irrigate a 242-acre circle
which produced the winning yield.

THE AVERAGE YIEID on his entire allotment was only
slightly above 2,000 pounds per acre, and he considers this
pretty good in view of the extremely dry weather last year.

Following his success with irrigation last year, Jordan
added more irrigation systems this past fall and will be
able to add supplement water to 502 acres this year. Addi-
tion of these extra systems will give him crop rotation
capabilities which he considers important because of the
wide range of crops grown on his soils.

Plans this year call for T : s
1,000 acres of soybeans, 250
acres of corn and 175 acres
of snapbeans. Perhaps this
planting season will even
yield another award winning
crop for a man who prefers
to do the most with what he
has.
